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THE CAST
Tom Svingen (Henry Drummond) Tom is a veteran Footlighter with many fine roles to his
credit, most recently as Mr. Stanley in the Footlighter’s 1985 production oly THE MAN WHO
CAME TO DINNER. He has acted professionally in industrial films as well as television com-
mercials. Previous Footlighter plays include roles in TRIBUTE, DIARY OF ANN FRANK, and A
DOLL'S HOUSE.

Dan Norwood (Matthew Harrison Brady) Introduced to the theater as a youngster, Dan has
worked in many productions both onstage and backstage. Among his credits are OUR
TOWN, STAR SPANGLED CIRL, and ODD COUPLE in Pine Bluff, Arkansas, as well as THE
WORLD TURNED UPSIDE DOWN in Northboro. He has also appeared in T.V. commercials.
He played the part of Victor Velasco in the Footlighters’ 1987 production of BAREFOOT IN
THE PARK.

Lisette M. Mancini (Rachel Brown) Lisette joined the Footlighters in 1987, and made her
debut with the group in HOME AT SIX in the role of Kit. She has also worked with the Dover
Foundation productions of GUYS AND DOLLS, and ONCE UPON A MATTRESS.

John Cento (E.K. Hornbeck) John has appeared with the Footlighters since he was a high
school senior. His participation in Footlighter productions includes both backstage responsi-
bilities and acting. Recent roles have include Ceorge Spelvin in the 1987 production of THE
ACTOR’S NIGHTMARE, and Paul Bratter in BAREFOOT IN THE PARK.

Joe Scholz (Rev. Jeremiah Brown) Joe is another veteran Footlighter who has performed near-
ly every task from acting to directing. Most recently he directed A MARRIAGE PROPOSAL for
the start of our 87-88 season. His most memorable role was that of Mr. Frank in DIARY OF
ANN FRANK.

Stephen Lundvall (Bertram Cates) A versatile performer, Steve has trained for the theater at

Curry College, sharing his choregraphic expertise in many Footlighter musical workshops.

His first appearance with the group was in the role of Beverly Carlton in THE MAN WHO"
CAME TO DINNER, and more recently in the last production, HOW THE OTHER HALF
LOVES, as Frank Foster.

Samson X. Greiff (Judge) Sam has performed with the Footlighters since 1979 when he played
Tartuffe in TARTUFFE. Since that time he has appeared in DONE TO DEATH, SLY FOX, and
most recently as Tschubukov in A MARRIAGE PROPOSAL.

James Merrick (Tom Davenport) Jim joined the Footlighters with the ‘85 production of THE
MAN WHO CAME TO DINNER, with a memorable portrayal of Banjo. Although Jim clearly
has a flair for comedy, he showed a more serious side in his role of David in the ‘87 produc-
tion of TO GILLIAN ON HER 37t BIRTHDAY.

Jim Murphy (Meeker) This is Jim’s first Footlighter play. His previous acting experience in-
cludes FAME, LITTLE SHOP OF HORRORS, and RASCALS with the Company Theater of
Weymouth.

Gail P. Chirdon (Mrs. Brady) This is Gail’s first appearance on stage since;fanicipating in her
high school production of OUR TOWN. However, she has not been i le, having recently
made a television commercial for Digital Equipment Corporation.

Dick Pearl (Mayor) Dick’s credits with the Footlighters began with his role of Hector in the ‘86
production SQUABBLES. He has continued to sharpen his acting abilities with performances
in HOME AT SIX, and as William Detweiler in HOW THE OTHER HALF LOVES,

Andrea Walker (Melinda) A seventh grade student in Dedham, Andrea clearly has already
started honing her acting abilities. This is her first apfxaarance with the Footlighters. Other
acting experiences include the Christmas Mystery Plays at St. Paul’s Church in Dedham.

Doug Lockwood (Howard) Doug made his Footlighter debut as Ronnie in THE HOUSE OF
BLUE LEAVES. Other local appearances include LIL” ABNER with the Westwood Shoestring
Players, and CREATION WAS ONLY THE BEGINNING with the Pingree Players of
Norwood.

Dick Leemon (Reuter’s Man/Hot Dog Man) Double duty for this dedicated Footlighter is not
unusual. His most recent stage role with the Footlighters was the Telephone man in BARE-
FOOT IN THE PARK. He is also active with Stoughton Little Theater. He has worked in every
aspect of backstage activity including Stage Manager and Production Manager.




Peter J. Brady (Elijah /Radio Man) A Norwood High School student, he is doing double duty in
this, his first Footlighter production. He has appeared in the Norwood High School produc-
tions of MIRACLE WORKER and BABES IN ARMS as well as the Shoestring Players of
Westwood production of OLIVER.

Ed Kanter (Bollinger) Another newcomer to the Footlighter stage, Ed has also acted with the
Sharon Community Theater, where he had roles in | REMEMBER MAMA, and FIDDLER ON
THE ROOF.

Charles A. Mitchell VIl (Dunlap) Chuck debuted with the Footlighters in the role of John in
HOME AT SIX. He has also acted with the Falmouth Theater Guild in THE CRUCIBLE, WEL-
COME TO THE MONKEY HOUSE, and THE LION WHO LOST HIS ROAR. In addition, he is
Sound Design Co-ordinator for this production.

Joan Kranzberg (Mrs. Loomis) Joan’s first acting role with the Footlighters was as Mrs. Crank
in FOUR LITTLE WORDS presented at the last Workshop. She is making her debut in a full
length production. She has previously served in many backstage capacities.

Marcie Hayes (Mrs. McLain) Marcie debuted with the Footlighters in a lively portrayal of the
pyromaniac daughter in the Fall ‘87 production OF HOME AT SiX. She appeared in
CODSPELL, WOMAN'’S SONG and CRIMES OF THE HEART with the Regis College Drama
Society.

Daintry Jensen (Mrs. Blair) Daintry’s formal training at the Neighborhood Playhouse in New
York was clearly demonstrated in her first Footlighter role as Mary in the ‘86 production of
THE OCTETTE BRIDGE CLUB. She has performed in summer stock and on the Kraft Televi-
sion Theater. She is also Make-Up Co-chairman for this production.

Barbie Pearl (Mayor’s wife) Barbi joined the Footlighters with a role in the ‘85 production of
THE MAN WHO CAME TO DINNER. Other appearances included THE OCTETTE BRIDGE
CLUB, Gillain in the ‘87 production of TO GILLIAN ON HER 37% BIRTHDAY, and Mary
Detweiler in HOW THE OTHER HALF LOVES. In other productions she has been Stage Man-
ager and Assistant Director.

Bebe DeFlaminis (Sillers) One of the Footlighter regulars, Bebe debuted with the Footlighters
in HOUSE OF BLUE LEAVES in ‘86 as The Man in White. More recently he participated in
BAREFOOT IN THE PARK. He has also been active with the Pingree Players in their produc-
tions of SOUTH PACIFIC (Luther Billis) and CREATION WAS ONLY THE BEGINNING (Noah).
Bebe is a mainstay of the set construction and decoration crew.

Nick Tritta (Mr. Bannister) Although this is Nick’s first role with the Footlighters, he has been
acting since 1974 when he had a role in the Wellesley Player’s production of A VIEW FROM
THE BRIDCE.

Joe Zolla (Mr. Crippen) Joe returns to the Footlighter stage having previously appeared with
the group in OUR TOWN. He has also appeared in MAME with the Newton Players.

Leslie Shane Mitchell (Mrs. Krebs) Leslie has been active with the Milford Theater Guild since
1975. Roles there have included Corrie in BAREFOOT IN THE PARK, and Hope in ANY-
THING GOES. She has acted with the Janus Players on Cape Cod, and the Martha’s Vineyard
Playhouse. This is Leslie’s first acting experience with the Footlighters. She is also Costume
Advisor for this production.

Debbie Ranaldi (Mrs. Hatfield) Debbie has worked in quite a few Footlighter plays, and has
been involved with properties, publicity and various other roles in previous Footlighter
productions.

Vivian DeFlaminis (Mrs. McCoy) Vivian has assisted in many recent Footlighter productions
on costumes, properties, and ushering. She has also sung and danced in several musical
workshop productions. This is her first time in a full production. She has also worked with the
Pingree Players of Norwood and the Perchance Players.
